he traditional GLOBE summer

camp was organised by the Sil-
lamde Kannuka School in 2006. More
than 130 pupils and teachers came to
the camp from all parts of Estonia, as
well as from St. Petersburg, Russia.

A summer resort of Narva-Joesuu
was chosen to be the location of the
camp by no chance — it is a unique site
for all kinds of observations, where the
sea meets the river, and pine woods
stand by the sandy beaches. The pro-
gramme of the camp included scien-
tific and creative activities. A meteo-
rological observation site was set up
in the camp, where the children took
measurements of weather indicators.
Learning sessions “Air temperature”,
"Clouds and cloudiness”, "Radiation
temperature of objects”, “Water and
pH", “Biota of water bodies”, “Biomet-
rics”, "Cartography and topography”,
and “The soil” were held. These ses-
sions were supervised by scientists from
the University of Tartu. The pupils could
use their newly acquired knowledge
